At Western Primary School, we believe that our playground should be more than just 

a place to burn off energy, it should be a space where our children connect with 

nature and learn to care for our planet. 

 

We are thrilled to announce our new "Grey to Green" Playground Project, a 

sustainability-focused initiative to transform our outdoor space. 

 

Driven by the Children’s Vision 

We did not start with a catalogue; we started with our students. Working alongside the 

National Education Nature Park and the Red Kite Rewilding Initiative, we asked the 

children what they wanted from their limited space, and their ideas were inspiring. 

They did not ask for more plastic or metal; they asked for: 

• Greenery and shade: Trees and climbing plants to bring life to the concrete. 

• Biodiversity: Green roofs, bug hotels, a living wall and bird feeders to welcome 

local wildlife. 

• Calm and peace: Dividing up the space using natural materials, rain gardens 

and being able to listen to nature, whilst allowing games to continue in the 

main playground. 

• Sustainability in action: Rainwater harvesting for our garden spaces and 

encouraging the children to grow alongside the planting.

Plans afoot 

We have already started work; the living wall at the front has been planted and 

designs have been created to enable flexible teaching areas and movable planters so 

that we can offer different activities to our children at all times of the day. 

 

Take at look at our plan below, our scheme is ambitious and we are keen that the 

programme of works begins as soon we have the funds to do so. We will be funding 

this project as a community. You will see the flexible space down the side playground 

and the addition of green roofing in the back playground and in Early Years. Additional 

planters are placed to offer quieter spaces for those children who find the playground 

a busy, noisy place. Early years will have access to a water butt and new planting 

pockets for their vegetable growing. 

 

As part of the scheme, we were able to design a rain garden in memory of Mr Simon 

Pacey, this funding has already been raised by our community, and we have been 

proud to welcome children into that space.
