KS1 Production – Animal Rumble Grumble 

 
Dear Parents and Carers, 

 
 
We are delighted to announce that this year’s Key Stage 1 show will be Animal Rumble Grumble, 

taking place on Thursday 2nd July. 
 

For those parents and carers who have experienced a KS1 production before, you may notice that 
we are doing things a little differently this year. After much discussion as a team, we decided that 
we wanted this production to celebrate the incredible growth your children have made over the past 

year, as well as the resilience, courage and bravery they have developed along the way. 
 

Rather than being a showcase of the work completed throughout the year or being linked to specific 
curriculum topics, this year’s show is an opportunity for every child to experience performing on 
stage in front of an audience and to showcase their wonderful singing skills. The show is packed full 

of songs, which the children have been learning and practising over the last few weeks. 
 

We are also encouraging almost every child to have a speaking part. For some children, this may be 
just a few words, while others may have a couple of sentences. We hope this gives all children the 

opportunity to experience the achievement that comes with performing. For some children, their 
simple lines will be added to Showbie by next week. 
 

The children have each been assigned one of five animals featured in the production; the animals 
were allocated using a random number generator. We know some children may have preferred a 

different animal, but this approach allowed us to make the process as fair as possible for everyone. 
 
Another change this year is that we will not be asking parents to provide costumes. Instead, 

children will perform proudly in their school uniform and will be creating their own animal headpieces 
in school to represent their chosen animal.
