Barry provides 1:1 early intervention counselling support for children and young people. 
Support is available for children and young people experiencing issues with low mood, 
anxiety, trauma, self-harm, and suicidal ideation. Advice, guidance, and safety planning is 
also offered to schools. Barry can support children who are at risk of or have attempted 
suicide, or that have or are at risk of significant mental health breakdown. Barry supports 
schools and families to manage this risk in universal settings alongside specialist services.
